	Arrival in Moscow, handling of customs formalities, meeting at the airport with the assistant and transfer by private coach from the airport to the hostel/ hotel.

Visit to the Red Square. Among the attractions to visitors are the statue of Minin and Pozharsky (the leaders of the army of people's volunteers in 1612), Lenin's Mausoleum, the GUM MALL, the clock in the Tower of the Gate of our savior (Spasskaya) - showing the most correct Moscow time, the State Historical Museum, the magnificent St. Basil's Cathedral, Kazan Cathedral and many other notable examples of Russian architecture. 

Excursion to the Moscow Kremlin - the largest working in Europe and currently the residence of the president of the Russian Federation, the symbol of the Russian State and one of the largest architectural complexes in the world. You will visit the cathedrals and can see the buildings the most significant: the tsar of the towers, the tsarina of the bells, the buildings that house the Presidency of the Russian nation.

Extra: 
· guided Visit to the Tretyakov Gallery, opened in 1881 and restored in 1994). Without a doubt, a museum, some of the most interesting, where you can admire some of the best examples of Russian art. Starting from the works iconographic (above all, the famous Virgin of Vladimir) is a mirror of the ancient byzantine tradition arrived in Russia and dating back to the XII-XIII century. the gallery has 62 rooms and 100,000 works that illustrate the development of Russian painting from the 10th to the 19th century. Some of the famous works that you can admire are: the "Apotheosis of war" by Vasily Vereshchagin; “The Bogatyr”, the knights errant, Viktor Vaznetsov; the “Marriage between different” Vasily Pukirev; the "Demon" by Mikhail Vrubel; The “golden Autumn” by Isaak Levitan
· Visit to the Moscow state university. The Lomonosov Moscow state University ( MGU), founded in 1755, is the most important and largest universities of Russia. After the second world war, Stalin ordered the construction of seven towers, the so-called "Seven Sisters" around Moscow. The highest of these constructions (240 m, 36 floors) was used as the main seat of the university. The tower of the university was, at the time of its construction, the tallest building in the world outside the New York area, and remained the tallest building in Europe until 1988. The building contains more than 5,000 rooms, overlooking on approximately 33 km of corridors. Climbing up the observation deck on the tower of Moscow state University to see a panorama of Moscow from a height of 200 meters

Walk to The park VDNKh. 

The exhibition center of all the Russians, also called VDNKh, or VVC, is a real city made up of streets, squares, fountains, lawns and shops. Here are the pavilions, built during the soviet era in different architectural styles. Within an area of 237,5 hectares, each of these buildings tells the history of the Soviet Union
